Contest begins:  Monday, January 16, 2006

Entry deadline: 5 p.m. Monday, January 30, 2006

This writing contest is open to students in grades 3, 4, 5 and 6 residing within the City of Arlington, who attend
public or private schools. Winners will be recognized on February 28, 2006 at the 6:30 p.m. Arlington City
Council meeting. A 6 p.m. reception for contest winners and their families will be held that day in the lobby of
City Hall near the Council Chamber. The Council Chamber is located on the first floor of City Hall at 101 W.
Abram St. in downtown Arlington. Savings Bonds will be mailed to the essay winners within six weeks after judg-
ing is complete.

Essay Contest Guidelines
● Only one essay per student is allowed.

● Students must reside within the City of Arlington in order to enter the contest.

● Submitted material must be original and must not exceed 500 words.

● Submitted material may be handwritten or typed.

● The cover sheet must contain the student’s name, address and phone number, school, grade level and
teacher’s name.

● Entries may be mailed to the address below, and must be postmarked NO LATER than Monday,

● Teachers may mail or hand-deliver all entries from their class, grade or school.

● Essays will be judged on the elements of effective writing: Focus and Coherence, Organization, Development
of Ideas, Voice and Conventions. The decision of the Essay Judges Committee is final. The panel of essay
judges will include but is not limited to local citizens and members of the Arlington Animal Services Center
Advisory Board.
