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Entertainment District Overview

Arlington, Texas is without question the entertainment capital of North Texas. The city has become one of the
premier tourist destinations in the country. Each year more than seven million people come to Arlington to visit
Cowboys Stadium, Six Flags Over Texas, the Texas Rangers Baseball Stadium, Six Flags Hurricane Harbor and
many other attractions.
